A few months ago, we wrote about the fire at our half-way house for ex-prisoners. Our
bathhouse (banya) was completely destroyed by fire at the end of the last year. It was very
sad for us. But we prayed and believed in God, and He helped us. Yesterday, we set our
new bathhouse on its foundation. We only could do it because of your help and support
for us. Our brother from another half-way house for ex-drugmen in Pskov (200 miles from
St. Petersburg) helped us to buy and bring a new prefabricated building to our location in
St. Petersburg. It was a very joylul event for us.

Thank you very much for your participation in this project. We will continue our work to
finish the bathhouse. We have much work to do, but we have made a good start. We thank
all of our friends from the bottom of our hearts for your help and support to us. We praise
and thank God for you.

But my God shall supply all your need according to his riches in glory by Christ Je-
sus. Now to God and our Father be glory for ever and ever. Amen (Php.4:19-20)
