Moscow Pastor Sergei Stolakoniko

Pastors, elders, laymen and educators from 9 regions of the former Soviet
Union rolied into St. Petersburg March 13-15 to dialog and lecture on the theme
Christian Education: The Foundation of Civilization.

Constantine Ivanov, a Russian Orthodox PhD in Philosophy opened the conference discussing
“The Crisis in Education in Russia.” He also helped close the conference when he responded to
Blake Purcell’s last lecture recalling that in the 1920°s the Soviet government had in fact declared
that all children ‘belonged to the State.” Russian educators together with Americans Joost Nixon,
David Alders, Tom Brainerd, Eric Sauder, David Shormann, and Blake Purcell shared

educational philosophies, experiences and lectures on the history and significance of Christian
education.

The most poignant moment came Saturday evening when Sergei and Tanya Stolakolnikov rose
to speak. Sergei, a pastor from a charismatic church in Moscow, shared that four years before he
and his wife realized that their five year old son would imitate (in Russian, literally “sticks to
him”) whoever he was around and so they decided he would not attend public school. They
homeschooled him for two years and then started a small Christian school two years ago. They
were given an ovation by their fellow conferees.
