In Colossiars the Apostle Paul declares the majesty of our savior Jesus, proclaiming:

“He is the image of the invisible God, the firstborn over all creation. For by Him all things were
created that are in heaven and that are on earth, visible and invisible, whether thrones or dominions
or principalities or powers. All things were created through Him and for Him. And He is before all
things, and in Him all things consist.” Hear now the account of His creation.

1. In the beginning God created the heavens and the earth.

2 The earth was without form, and void; and darkness was on the face of the deep. And the Spirit
of God was hovering over the face of the waters.

3 Then God said, ""Let there be light''; and there was light.
4 And God saw the light, that it was good; and God divided the light from the darkness.

5 God called the light Day, and the darkness He called Night. So the evening and the
morning were the first day.

6 Then God said, "Let there be a firmament in the midst of the waters, and let it divide the waters
from the waters."
