Matthew 27

33 And when they had come
to a place called Golgotha,
that is to say, P}ace of a Skull,
34 they gave Him sour wine
mingled with gall to drink.
But when He had tasted it, He
would not drink.

35 Then they cjuciﬁed Him,
and divided His garments,
casting lots, that it might be
fulfilled which \avas spoken by
the prophet: "They divided
My garments among them,
And for My clothing they cast
lots." 36 Sitting‘ down, they
kept watch ovefL Him there.

34 Then Jesus said, "Father,
forgive them, for they do not
know what they do."

And they divided His
garments and cast lots.

35 And the people stood
looking on. But even the
rulers with them sneered,
saying, "He saved others; let
Him save Himself if He is the
Christ, the chosen of God."
36 The soldiers also mocked
Him, coming and offering
Him sour wine, 37 and
saying, "If You are the King
of the Jews, save Yourself."
38 And an inscription also
was written over Him in
letters of Greek, Latin, and
Hebrew: THIS IS THE KING
OF THE JEWS.

39 Then one of the criminals
who were hanged blasphemed
Him, saying, "If You are the
Christ, save Yourself and us."

20 Then many of
the Jews read this title, for the
place where Jesus was crucified
was near the city; and it was
written in Hebrew, Greek, and
Latin. 21 Therefore the chief
priests of the Jews said to Pilate,
"Do not write, "The King of the
Jews,' but, 'He said, "I am the
King of the Jews." ' " 22 Pilate
answered, "What I have written,
I have written.” 23 Then the
soldiers, when they had crucified
Jesus, took His garments and
made four parts, to each soldier a
part, and also the tunic. Now the
tunic was without seam, woven
from the top in one piece.

24 They said therefore among
themselves, "Let us not tear it,
but cast lots for it, whose it shall
be,” that the Scripture might be
fulfilled which says: "They
divided My garments among
them, And for My clothing they
cast lots." Therefore the soldiers
did these things.

25 Now there stood by the cross
of Jesus His mother, and His
mother's sister, Mary the wife of
Clopas, and Mary Magdalene.
26 When Jesus therefore saw His
mother, and the disciple whom
He loved standing by, He said to
His mother, "Woman, behold
your son!" 27 Then He said to
the disciple, "Behold your
mother!" And from that hour that
disciple took her to his own
home.
